QUS 2102 Building Finishes and Fixtures
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Course description

This course considers the construction details of the various types of finishes and fixtures in buildings.

Objective(s)

· To give students knowledge about the components of a building and about the construction and integration of construction members and to give them the pre-requisite skills in producing and interpreting drawings.

· To help students understanding the principles of architectural detailing.

Learning outcomes.

Knowledge imparted will help students in producing bills of quantities and specifications in relation to contracting and production.

Method of delivery.

The course will be conducted through a mixture of lectures, group discussions and reading assignments. Basic lecture materials and data will be provided by the Lecturer and this will be supplemented by individual reading effort by students.

Method of assessment.

Assessment will be done through continuous coursework and final written examination. Continuous assessment will include assignments and classroom tests. A final examination will be offered at the end of the semester and will carry 60% of the total mark. Coursework will carry a total of 40% and will be divided into: assignments 20%, and written tests 20%.
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
