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Journal articles:  Give title of the article in quotation marks; Journal name in full; volume number; issue number; month and year; page numbers.

Book:  Give Chapter title in quotation marks, if applicable; Book title; edition number, if applicable; volume number; publishers name in full; city and country of publication; page numbers; year.

Conference proceedings:  Give article title in quotation marks; proceedings specification: name of sponsor in full; volume number; month and year; page numbers.
