Week 5: Students come up with their own ideas.

· Making paintings on these ideas. The subject matter depends on student's choice.

Week 6: Continuation of the previous exercise using a given medium. Week 7: Assessment of the paintings C/W 2 (10%) Week 8: The traditional subject matter

indoor practice.

Week 9: Landscape Painting

Making a landscape painting within the school compound Week 10: Assessment of the paintings C/W 3 (10%) Week 11: Styles (movements) in Painting
