COURSE CODE: IFA 1206 COURSE NAME: Art Appreciation Course Description

The course named Art Appreciation (IFA 1206) aims at exposing the students to the many aspects of the visual arts in order to get them more acquainted with the rich and diverse nature of art and architecture.

The appreciation of the visual arts is intended to help develop a deeper and meaningful understanding of the elements of art and the principles of design with the intention of understanding how art works are capable of visual communication .Developing a personal style in critical analysis and appreciation of works of art will involve learning the language of Art while exploring the various types of art and their media through the study of significant selected art from the Ancient times to the present.

Course Objective/Aims

After completing the course students will be able to:

· Analyse art with the eyes of an art historian through:

I. Identifying and appreciating any work of art or architecture.

II. Understanding the general cultural, political and socio-religious context in which the art works were created.

III. Creative thinking, objective criticism, independent explorative inquiry and judgment.

· Develop written linguistic skills and enhance oral skills and ability to present opinions and views in a discussion.

· A review of selected authors' definition and perception of art and possible 're-definitions' of Art

Week 2: Art and Society

Identify relationships between art and the society in which and for which it was and is created. Week 3: Assignment 1

Defining and understanding the relationships between visual communication, visual literacy, perception and intelligence

Week 5: Art: A language and a tool

Defining and understanding what is required for a language to be effective and to understand its role in effective communication. Create a relationship between languages and art which can be described as a tool or language of communication

Acknowledge and apply vocabulary pertinent to the discussion and appreciation of art.

In relation to three dimensional media (like Architecture, sculpture, ceramics and crafts), establish ways in which artists manipulate and organize the visual elements and principles of design to create compositions. Demonstrate an understanding of the technical process of selected art media
