Electrical engineering profession:
[ 8 Hours] Bbackground to the profession, fields (power, telecommunications, electronics, computer systems, management). Interrelation to other engineering disciplines

Development of science and technology in Uganda: evolution of engineering practice in Uganda;

standard of engineering, history of electrical engineering.

Analytical methods: scientific methods, experimental methods
[ 10 Hours] Ethics and integrity in engineering: professionalism, ethics, integrity
[ 4 Hours] Professional  bodies  in  Uganda  and  internationally:  UIPE,  ERB,  development  of  a  professional engineer. IEEE, IEE/IET
