The
project aims to promote higher education student and staff mobility to consolidate the
institutional relations between the participating universities (University of Kassel and
Makerere University) and explore new possibilities for cooperation, training, research, and
professional development opportunities as well as establishing and strengthening links between
us and the host country to generate beneficial impacts.

and solid waste engineering, Hydrological Research Seminar, Modelling and
Simulation of Wastewater Treatment Processes, Climate Systems analysis, Analysis,
Evaluation and Design of Waste-Resource Systems,

They must have knowledge of English language proficiency required, as given in the
section "Award criteria for the grant".

For study mobilities of 5(five) months per type of qualification (master's). The
maximum grant for the stay will be 5(five) months.
